Project leader

· Pick a leader of the project and give him the responsibility of coordination and final elaboration of the assignment.

The project leader should follow the directions of the teacher for coordinating the collaborative assignment (in case such directions were given) OR can

· Elaborate a plan for fulfilling the assignment, establishing tasks to be done, outputs and internal deadlines. 

· Submit plan to the group, collect comments and revisions, and fix final plan. 

· Choose between Distributed activities and Iterative development for carrying out the plan.

Distributed activities

· Assign tasks to group members by free acceptance 

· Ask members reports on partial progress of tasks completion. 

· Assign a member of the group with final elaboration of the assignment

Iterative development

· One of the member of the group elaborates a draft of the assignment and posts it as a conference for the group members. 

· Each member of the group adds or modifies the current version of the assignment and posts it again. 

· The assignment is developed by iterative versions until to final stage mutually agreed by all members. 

· Keep the trace of the iterative versions of the assignment. 

· All discussions, observations and argumentation are posted as specific responses visible for all members of the group.
